12 The men of the outpost shouted to Jonathan and his armor-be
arer, “Come up to us and we’ll teach you a lesson.”So Jonathan said to h
is armor-bearer, “Climb up after me; the Lord has given them into the hand 
of Israel.”13 Jonathan climbed up, using his hands and feet, with his armo
r-bearer right behind him. The Philistines fell before Jonathan, and his ar
mor-bearer followed and killed behind him. 14 In that first attack Jonathan 
and his armor-bearer killed some twenty men in an area of about half an acr
